        Introduction: 

  Historic Churches and Temples of Georgia: A Book of Watercolors and Drawings, contains   

reproductions of original watercolors and drawings which Gloria Sampson executed mostly on   

location in 1985 and 1986. She traveled around the state, painting and researching. Approximately 

sixty of the churches are listed on the National Register of Historic Places. [A limited number of the 

out-of-print books can be found on the internet.] 

  All of the selected churches and temples were chosen because of their relationship to the develop-

ment of the state of Georgia and its history. This documentation of these historic buildings is a visu-

al reminder of Georgiaôs rich and varied history and will continue to inspire generations to come.   

 The Sampson Collection includes more than 100 paintings that are on full sheets of Arches paper 

or watercolor board 22 X 30 inches. The collection also includes crow quill pen and ink drawings in 

Mrs. Sampsonôs signature style. All of the sheets, unframed, fit in a box with the dimensions of 35 X 

40 X 24 inches. The paintings are available for viewing by contacting the artist.
